More D22 C&R  

Photos! 
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The battle of Lake Erie Reenactment took place between 
the American and British fleets of Tall Ships on September 2, 
2013.  As no one is around to comment on the original battle, 
this reenactment turned out to be a quite chaotic and hectic 
day most likely more so than the original battle. 

P/C Mueller was co-chair for this event.  Bob is the Team 
Leader for the Berea (D7) Squadron Emergency Response 
Assistance Team better known as SERAT.  The following is

It's estimated there were 2,000 pleasure craft out there to 
watch the battle.  I am told this is the largest tall ship "mock 
battle" that has ever taken place.  We were tasked with    
keeping all 2,000 pleasure craft outside a battle box that was 
4,500 yards North - South x 1,000 yards East - West.  The 
plan was for the American Fleet of Tall Ships to start in the 
South, and come up the Western side of the rectangle, and 
the British fleet would also start in the South and come up 
the Eastern side of the rectangle.  With both fleets               
exchanging cannon fire at each other in the center.  At the 
end of the battle, the US Brig Niagara would turn hard to 
Starboard (due East) break the British line with bro adsides 
from both sides, and then continue her starboard tu rn to 
South, ending up on the East side of the British fleet. 

We had 60 boats in our fleet of "Safety Boats".  We had 
tasked 45 Safety boats to escort the 15 Tall Ships from        
harbor, out into the middle of Lake Erie, and 15 Safety boats 
to begin enforcing the safety zone around the battle           
engagement site.  15 Safety boats covering 11,000 yards of 
perimeter put our boats over 700 yards apart.  We did really 
well, until the fleet of Tall ships showed up.   

When the tall ships showed up, our safety zone almost 
immediately began to collapse under the pressure from the 
pleasure craft.  The original plan was for my co-chair to    
coordinate the escorts, while I handled the battle site.  Once 
the tall ships showed up, he would take the West side of the 
battle site, while I took over the East side of the battle 
site.  Unfortunately my co-chair did not seem to be available 
on the radio at all, as his team members kept hailing him 
with no answer.  I was doing really well coordinati ng the East 
side of the zone, so the boats under his supervision began 
asking me for coordination and assignments. 

What really worked well for me was Garmin Bluechart  
mobile on my iPad.  Through pre-planning with the e vent 
organizers, I had waypoints and routes laid out for every tall 
ship in the reenactment, including the path that each  tall 
ship would take.  I was able to quickly tap the screen and get 
a Lat/Lon assignments to deploy the safety boats.  I started 
pulling safety boats off the tall ship escort and evenly spacing 
them around the 11,000 yard perimeter on both sides of the 
engagement area. 

Unfortunately the British fleet of Tall Ships was                 
completely out of position and had to take a "shortcut" to get 
into the battle box.  This shortcut took them direc tly through 
the Eastern line that we had established.  We handled the 
line break really well, but the worst part was that  it              
completely opened up the Southern edge of the battle box.  A 
massive wave of pleasure boats screamed through the     

opening in the South, where the British Fleet was             
supposed to enter the box.  Law Enforcement boats and 
myself immediately redeployed to that area to stop the 
pleasure boats from coming up the center directly in to the 
cannon fire in between both fleets.  We were                                
successful!  This allowed the battle to continue.   

I instructed the Safety boats on the Southern edge to 
abandon position as the tall ships passed them, and allow 
the line to collapse behind them.   I instructed th em to  
collect behind the British fleet and to prevent a second   
incursion up the center.  I turned around and went back up 
North to start pushing people back at the point where the 
Niagara makes her turn to break the British line.  Niagara 
started her turn well South of the predetermined           
waypoint.  So we had to scramble to get people out of the 
way much further South then was anticipated.  I pul led 
some of the more Northerly deployments back down South 
to help push people back.  We were able to quickly clear 
the area, and Niagara pulled off her maneuvers quite well. 

The incursion up the center was the most harrowing 
part of the day.  The pleasure boats were spaced so close 
together, it was amazing.  They were actually trying to 
shoulder each other out of the way.  I can't believe there 
were no collisions.  A few of the Safety boats announced on 
the radio they were abandoning their position and 
"bugging out" as they no longer felt safe.  I told them that 
was fine, and that the safety of their crew and their boats 
trumped all else. 

Events such as this are among one of the public services 
a SERAT unit can provide to the community.  While many 
Squadrons may already assist on Safety Patrols such as 
this having an organized SERAT unit makes the job much 
easier as Bob can attest.   The National SERAT committee 
has been stressing the importance of vessel identification 
as part of the program.  This proved to be very critical for 
this event.  According to Bob �³�7�K�H���3�D�W�U�R�O���%�D�Q�Q�H�U�V���Z�H�U�H��
ABSOLUTELY critical.  Unfortunately, I was the only 
boat out there that had them.  The event organizers  had 
given each Safety Boat a small orange flag, about th e size 
of a burgee to display on each Safety Boat.
